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In  September 1956, Shiloh Terrace was
constituted and chartered as a Southern Baptist
church with 450 charter members only eighteen
months after it was started as a mission. Sixty-
seven years later, we celebrate the incredible
legacy of service and sacrifice which inspires us
L7 éng to share the love of Jesus.
